REVISED RESOLUTION 
 
WHEREAS, the City of St. Louis, Missouri has levied taxes pursuant to the laws of the State of 
Missouri Sections 205.975 – 205.990 RSMo. to fund the Community Mental Health Fund (CMHF) 
and Sections 210.860 – 210.861 RSMo. (2005 and 2020) to fund the Community Children’s Services 
Fund (CCSF) and the Board is entrusted with administering these funds; and

WHEREAS, Brian K. Phillips, a resident of the West End in Ward 10, was interviewed by the 
Nominating Committee on October 6, 2025; and 
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Phillips has over 25 years of community development experience revitalizing the 
neighborhoods contiguous to the BJC HealthCare complex in the Central West End; and  
 
WHEREAS, Mr. Phillips possesses significant board experience, often serving as a founder and/or 
officer. 
 
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED: 
 
The board directs staff to send Brian Phillips’ nomination to the Mayor of the City of St. Louis to be 
considered for appointment as a Trustee to serve an unexpired board term ending December 31, 
2026.  Additionally, staff are charged to support Mr. Phillips with the Mayoral appointment and Board 
of Aldermen approval processes.
